Swimming

School Meals  

Under the Universal School Meals scheme lunches are provided free of charge for 

children in Foundation, Year 1 and Year 2. For children in Years 3-6 school meals 

are charged at £2.30 per day. Payment can be made via Parentmail which will advise 

you daily if your balance goes below £0.00. You can also pay by cash or cheque made 

payable to Oxfordshire County Council.  Payment can be made daily, weekly or 

termly -Oxfordshire County Council asks that school meals are paid for in advance. 
 

Newsletter 

This year, everyone is receiving the newsletter as an electronic copy to help reduce 

our paper use and becoming a more Eco-School. We hope this way that everyone will 

receive the weekly newsletter or can find a copy on the school website.  During the 

year, we will endeavour to get forms prepared on Parentmail to reduce the need for 

returned paper slips.  
 

Uniform 

I would take the opportunity at the beginning of the year to remind 

everyone to make sure that all items of uniform are clearly labelled. This 

makes it easier to reunite the item with its owner. A reminder of the school uniform 

is shown below.
